For that purpose, the contracting authority is conducting a procedure for awarding an Agreement on public procurement of goods with an open procedure, pursuant to Article 50 of the Law on Public Procurement (“Official Gazette of the Republic of Macedonia” number 24/19), for the purpose of which it published a notice.
Please deliver us your bid for the abovementioned subject matter (scope) of the Agreement on public procurement, not later than 11.12..2019 (local time), exclusively through the EPPS (https://www.e-nabavki.gov.mk).
With this invitation, we are delivering you the tender documentation that contains all information that will help you in the preparation of the bid.
 The tender documentation comprises of the following parts: instructions for the economic operators, documents to prove the ability, requirements for qualitative selection, mandatory provisions that will be included in the Agreement on public procurement, that is, a model of an agreement, technical specifications (characteristics of the works) and a bid form. 
The bid sent through the EPPS needs to be electronically signed by the economic operator by using a digital certificate. Only documents in a non-standard format and size can be submitted in hard copy before the deadline for bid submission, if they are too large to be scanned and attached in the EPPS.
The opening of the bids will be public, electronically conducted through the EPPS on 11.12.2019 at 10:00.

I. INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE ECONOMIC OPERATORS 
1. GENERAL INFORMATION
1.1 Definitions
1.1.1 Specific terms used in this tender documentation have the following meaning:

- “Agreement on public procurement” is an agreement concluded in writing between one or several economic operators and one or several contracting authorities, the scope of which is procurement of goods, provision of services or execution of construction works;

- “Procedure for a public procurement” is a procedure conducted by one or several contracting authorities, whose purpose or action is the purchase or acquisition of goods, services or works;

- “Agreement on public procurement of goods” is an Agreement on public procurement the scope of which is the procurement of one or several goods, through immediate purchase, a purchase with a deferred payment or lease with or without an option to purchase the goods. The Agreement on public procurement of goods can also include services for their placement and installation; 
- “Agreement on public procurement of services” is an Agreement on public procurement the scope of which is the procurement of services;

- “Agreement on public procurement of works” is an Agreement on public procurement the scope of which is the following:
a) execution or design and execution of works related to one or several construction activities;

b) execution of a building or design and execution of a building and

c) realization of a building by any means, according to the requirements of the contracting authority, which has a decisive influence for the type or the design of the building;
- “Economic operator” is any natural person or a legal entity or a group of such entities, including all temporary associations, which offer goods, services or works in the market or in the procedures for public procurements;

- “Bidder” is an economic operator that submitted a bid;
- “Candidate” is an economic operator that requests to participate or is invited to participate in a restricted procedure, a competitive negotiated procedure, a negotiated procedure by publishing a notice, a negotiated procedure without publishing a notice, a competitive dialogue or in an 
innovation partnership;

- “Subcontractor” is a legal entity or a natural person that supplies goods, provides services or performs works directly related to the execution of the contract or the framework agreement for the bidder wherewith the contracting authority has concluded an agreement on public procurement or a framework agreement;
- “Tender documentation” is any document prepared by the contracting authority or referred to by the contracting authority, which describes or determines the elements of a specific procurement or procedure, including the notice on public procurement, the prior information notice or the periodic indicative notice used as a replacement for a notice on public procurement, the technical specifications, the descriptive documentation, the proposed terms of the contract, the forms completed by the candidates or the bidders, the information on the generally applicable regulations and all supporting documentation;
- “Acceptable bid” is a bid submitted by the bidder, which meets the requirements for determining the ability, the needs and the requirements of the contracting authority specified in the technical specifications and the other tender documentation, which is timely, which does not have an unusually low price, and whose final price does not exceed the provided funds secured or which can be additionally provided by the contracting authority in accordance with this Law;

- “Inappropriate bid” is a bid that does not meet the needs and requirements of the contracting authority specified in the tender documentation without significant changes;

- “Inappropriate application for participation” is a request for participation submitted by a candidate that needs to be excluded because it does not meet the requirements for determining the ability in the procedure;
- “Centralized procurement activities” are activities which are carried out continuously in one of the following forms:

a) procurement of goods and services intended for several contracting authorities or

b) awarding agreements on public procurement or framework agreements for goods, services or works intended for several contracting authorities;
- “Auxiliary procurement activities” are activities for supporting the contracting authority in the execution of its procurements, in particular in the following forms:

a) the technical infrastructure which enables the contracting authority to award agreements on public procurement or framework agreements for goods, services or works and/or

b) counseling in regard to the design or implementation of public procurement procedures;
- “Central procurement body” is a contracting authority that performs centralized procurement activities and auxiliary procurement activities;

- “Single document to prove the ability” is a document issued by the Central Registry of the Republic of Macedonia and that contains data that prove elements of the economic operator’s ability;
- “Written and in writing” is every expression that comprises of words or numbers that can be read, multiplied and additionally announced, as well as information which is transferred and stored by electronic means, provided that the security of the content is ensured and that the signature can be identified;
- “Electronic means” is an electronic equipment for processing and storing data (including digital compression) that is transmitted, delivered and received by cable, radio or optical means or by other electromagnetic means;
- “Life span” are all consecutive and/or interconnected stages, including the necessary research and development, production, trade in accordance with the conditions, transport, use and maintenance during the existence of the product or the construction or provision of the service, from the acquisition of the raw material or generation of resources until the consumption, destruction or termination of the service or use;
- „ Competition for the selection of a conceptual solution” is a procedure that enables the contracting authority, mostly in the field of spatial planning, urban planning, architecture and structural engineering or data processing, to obtain a plan or a project selected by a jury after announcing a competition with or without awards; 
- “Innovation” is an implementation of a new or a significantly enhanced product, service or process, including the processes of production and construction, a new method of placement on the market or a new method of organization in business practice, organization of the workplace or organization of the external relations, in order to help address societal challenges; 
- “Designation” is any document, certificate or confirmation attesting that the goods, services, works, processes or procedures meet the specified requirements;
- “Conditions for obtaining a designation” are conditions that the goods, services, construction works, processes or procedures must meet in order to obtain a specific designation;

- “Classical public sector” is the public sector that is not covered by the sectoral activities;

- “Sectoral activities” are activities in the field of water supply, energetics, transport and postal services; 
- “Technical specifications” include the following:

a) in case of a public procurement of works, a set of technical regulations contained in the tender documentation defining the required characteristics of the materials, products or goods to suit the use that the contracting authority requires; these characteristics include environmental impact and climate impacts, description of all conditions (including accessibility for persons with disabilities) and conformity assessment, level of performance, safety or dimensions, including quality assurance procedures, terminology, symbols, testing methods, packaging, designation and labeling, as well as instructions for use, production processes and methods at each stage of the building’s life span; those features also include project rules and cost estimation rules, conditions for testing, inspection and acceptance of the executed works, construction methods or techniques, as well as any other technical conditions which the contracting authority has the right to prescribe in accordance with the general and specific regulations regarding the construction and the included materials or parts, and

b) in case of a public procurement of goods or services, a specification that defines the characteristics of the product or the service, such as a quality level, environmental impact and climate impacts, a description of all conditions (including accessibility for persons with disabilities) and conformity assessment, performance level, use of the product, safety or dimensions, including the relevant product requirements in regard to the name under which it is sold, terminology, symbols, tests and testing methods, packaging, designation and labeling, as well as instructions for use, production processes and methods at each stage of the life span of the goods or services, as well as the procedures for conformity assessment;
- “Standard” is a document prepared by consensus and adopted by a recognized body that, for common and repeated use, provides rules, guidelines and characteristics for specific activities or results of those activities, the purpose of which is to achieve the most favorable level of orderliness in a specific field, as follows:

a) “international standard” is a standard adopted by an international standardization organization that is available to the public,

b) “European standard” is a standard adopted by a European standardization organization that is available to the public and

c) “national standard” is a standard adopted by a national standardization body that is available to the public;
- “Technical reference” is any document which is not a European or a national standard, and is issued by a national or a European standardization body, that is in accordance with procedures adapted to the market needs; 
- “Electronic Public Procurement System (hereinafter: EPPS)” is the only information system available on the Internet, which is used in order to provide more efficiency, transparency and cost-effectiveness in the field of public procurements;
- “Electronic market of low-value procurements” is an electronic platform in the form of an electronic catalog managed by the Public Procurement Bureau and which is used for a low-value procurements in accordance with the requirements of this law;

- “Dynamic procurement system” is a system which is established as a completely electronic process open throughout the entire duration for all economic operators that meet the eligibility criteria, and which is used for common procurements that are generally available on the market and which meet the needs of the contracting authority;

- “Equivalent” means that the offered goods or services have the same or better technical characteristics than those specified in the technical specification of the subject matter of procurement;

- “Market price” is the price of the relevant market considering the subject matter of procurement, the market development, the requirements of the tender documentation such as the manner of payment, the delivery deadline, the quantities, the warranty period, the  security assets, etc.;

- “Common public procurement vocabulary  - CPV (hereinafter: CPPV)” is the only classification system of nomenclatures of goods, services and works that is used in public procurement procedures and which ensures uniformity with the other existing nomenclatures for goods, services and works;

- “Framework agreement” means a written agreement between one or several contracting authorities and one or several economic operators which establishes the basic requirements governing the agreements on public procurement that need to be awarded within a specific period, especially in regard to the price and if possible, the anticipated quantities;

- “Responsible person of the contracting authority” is an official who manages a state body, a mayor of the local self-government unit or a director of a legal entity;
- “Special or exclusive right” is a right granted by a competent authority on the basis of a law, a by-law or an administrative act, which limits the performance of sectoral activities to one or several entities and which significantly affects the ability of other entities to perform such activities;

- “State bodies” are the bodies of the state administration and the bodies of the legislative and judicial authorities;

- “Electronic catalogue” is an organized descriptive list of goods or services offered by the economic operators through the EPPS;

- “Conformity assessment body” is a body that performs conformity assessment activities, including calibration, testing, certification and inspection, accredited in accordance with the material regulations and

- “Alternative bid” is a bid wherewith the bidder offers a subject matter of procurement that meets the minimum requirements, i.e. standards that the contracting authority envisaged in the tender documentation, however in a different manner, with other technical characteristics or methods, than those determined by the technical specification.
1.2 Contracting authority 
1.2.1 The contracting authority is the Ministry of Transport and Communications, with an address on Str. Crvena Skopska Opshtina no. 4 (postal address on Str. Dame Gruev no. 6), 1000, Skopje, contact telephone number (02) 3145 437.

1.3 Subject matter (scope) of the Agreement on public procurement
1.3.1 The subject matter (scope) of the Agreement on public procurement is Replacement and installation of measuring instruments and their integration into the mobile network for remote reading, a set with an upgrading, installation and configuration of reading equipment in the Municipality of Kriva Palanka.

Detailed description of the subject matter of the Agreement is provided in the technical specifications attached to this tender documentation.

This project is financed by European Investment Bank.
1.3.2 The subject matter of the agreement is indivisible.
In his Bid, the Bidder should provide a bid for the entire scope of the procurement, including all components of the procurement. Otherwise, the bid will be considered unacceptable.

Subject matter of an auction is the total price including all costs and discounts, excluding VAT for the entire scope of the procurement including all integral parts of the procurement.

A detailed description of the subject mater (scope) of the Agreement on public procurement is provided in Part II - Technical specifications (characteristics of the goods) that are an integral part of the tender documentation.
1.4 Type of procedure for awarding an Agreement on public procurement 
1.4.1 The Agreement on public procurement will be awarded with an open procedure, which will be completed with an electronic auction as the last stage in the procedure.
1.4.2 This procedure will be conducted by applying electronic means through the Electronic Public Procurement System (EPPS) (https://www.e-nabavki.gov.mk).
1.4.3 More detailed information on the use of electronic means: In order to be able to participate in the electronic auction, you need to register in the EPPS and possess a digital certificate. The economic operator registers in the EPPS by completing a registration form which is an integral part of the EPPS
, whereupon the EPPS automatically processes the data from the registration form, it generates a code and delivers it to the registered email of the economic operator. You can find more information about the manner of registration and use of the system in the Manual on use of the EPPS intended for economic operators, which you can download from the home page of the EPPS in the part “Economic operators”.
1.4.4 The contracting authority will use an electronic auction where it will receive new prices corrected downwards, whereby the auction is structured as a repetitive electronic process, which follows after complete initial evaluation of the bids and enables ranking of the bids with the automatic evaluation methods.
The subject matter of the electronic auction will be:

-
the price
More detailed information on the electronic auction: Before starting an electronic auction, the contracting authority performs complete evaluation of the capability and the bids of the bidders in accordance with the conditions and criteria of the tender documentation. The contracting authority simultaneously and electronically invites all bidders that have submitted acceptable bids, to submit new prices for the bid which is subject matter of an electronic auction. The invitation should contain the date and time of commencement of the auction, the manner of conducting the auction, as well as all necessary information for connecting with the electronic means being used. The electronic auction starts not earlier than two days from the date when the invitations to participate in the electronic auction are sent. At each stage of the auction, all bidders have access to all the information that will enable them to determine their rank at any time. The electronic auction closes in one or more than one of the following ways: at a predetermined time for which the bidders were notified in the invitation, when the number of stages set out in the invitation is fulfilled, whereby the invitation also contains a time frame for each stage or when new prices will no longer be obtained, which meet the requirements in regard to the minimum differences, whereby in the invitation the contracting authority lists the time that would be allowed to pass after receiving the last bid, and before closing the electronic auction.
In a procedure that ends with the conducting of an electronic auction, no bid scoring is performed, rather only the ranking of the bidders according to the amount of the offered prices. If only one acceptable bid remains after the initial evaluation in the public procurement procedure, the electronic auction will not be conducted.
1.5 Applicable regulations
1.5.1 This procedure is being conducted in accordance with the Law on Public Procurement, published in the “Official Gazette of the Republic of Macedonia” no. 24/19, and the adopted bylaws.
1.5.2 In the preparation of its bid, the bidder should take into consideration the valid regulations in the field of taxes and other public charges, labor relations, work conditions and protection at work. All regulations are available in the appropriate editions of the Official Gazette of the Republic of Macedonia. Additional information in regard to the valid regulations from the fields indicated above may be provided to the bidder in the Public Revenue Office, the Customs Administration and the Ministry of Finance (regarding taxes and other public charges), the Ministry of Labor and Social Policy (regarding labor relations, work conditions and protection at work). 
The contracting authority will consider that the bidders have carefully studied and are familiar with the applicable legal regulations for the implementation of public procurement procedures. 
1.6 Right to participation
1.6.1 The economic operator that has one or few negative references, the group of economic operators whose member is an economic operator with a negative reference, as well as the economic operator that represents a company related to the economic operator that has a negative reference, is not entitled to participation.
1.6.2 The right to deliver a bid is entitled to every interested national and foreign legal entity – bidder, which is registered to perform activity related to the subject matter of the Agreement on public procurement. Firms originating from all countries of the world are eligible to tender.

 In accordance with the Law for public procurement in North Macedonia, all procurements should be electronically. All bids and communication during procurement are electronically.
1.6.3 The right to deliver a bid is also entitled to a group of bidders including temporary associations, in accordance with the regulations for protection of competition. The contracting authority will not ask the group of bidders to join into a special legal form if the same is selected for a holder of the procurement. 

1.6.4. An integral part of a joint bid is an agreement for submitting a joint bid wherewith the members in the group of economic operators mutually and to the contracting authority oblige to perform the Agreement on public procurement, which specifically contains the following data: 
- the member of the group who will be the holder of the group, that is, who will submit the bid and will represent the group before the contracting authority, 
- the member of the group who will sign the Agreement on public procurement on behalf of the group of economic operators, 
- the member of the group who will issue the invoice and an account where payments will be made,

- a short description of the obligations of each of the members of the group of economic operators for execution of the agreement and
The members of the group of economic operators are indefinitely and solidarily responsible before the contracting authority for the obligations undertaken with the bid.
1.6.5 All members of the group of bidders are individually and solidarily responsible before the contracting authority for the performance of their obligations. The contracting authority will communicate with the representative of the group of bidders.
1.6.6 A member in the group of economic operators can not withdraw from the group of economic operators until the conclusion of the Agreement on public procurement contract if: he is the holder of the procurement; the group of economic operators can not prove the fulfillment of the criteria for determining the ability required in the procedure without that member, or the other members of the group do not solidarily take over the obligations of the member of the group who wants to withdraw from the group of economic operators.
1.6.7 The withdrawal of a member of a group of economic operators contrary to the paragraph of subitem 1.6.6 shall be considered a withdrawal of the group bid. 
1.6.8 In an event of a bid from a group of bidders, the representative of the group, along with his bid, should also submit an authorization in an electronic form, signed by all members of the group of bidders, wherewith they authorize the representative to submit a bid and to assume all rights and obligations on their behalf and for their account.
Note: At the moment of submitting a group bid, all members of the group need to be registered at the EPPS.
The holder of the group is obliged to sign with a digital certificate the following documents: the bid, the necessary statements and the complete documentation that he himself prepares and signs. If the members of the group do not possess a digital certificate, the necessary statements and the documentation they prepare and sign can be hand-signed and submitted in a scanned electronic form.
1.6.9 The economic operator within the same procedure for awarding an Agreement on public procurement may participate in only one bid. All bids will be rejected if the economic operator: participates in more than one independent application and/or as a member in a joint application for participation or participates as a subcontractor in another independent application and/or as a member in a group application for participation, that is, a bid.
The economic operator may participate as a subcontractor in more than one application for participation, that is, a bid.
1.6.11 The bidder may engage subcontractors. If the bidder is using a subcontractor during the execution of the Agreement on public procurement, in the bid: he indicates all subcontractors, as well as any part of the contract which he intends to assign to subcontractors; he delivers contact details about the legal representatives of the proposed subcontractors; he delivers documentation for determining the ability of the proposed subcontractors and he delivers a request from the subcontractor for direct payment, if the subcontractor requests this.             

In the event when the bidder is using a subcontractor during the execution of the Agreement on public procurement, the provisions of Article 118 of the Law on Public Procurements (Official Gazette of the Republic of Macedonia no. 24/19) shall apply.
1.6.12 The individuals who participated in the preparation of the tender documentation must not be bidders or members in a group of bidders in the procedure for awarding the agreement. 
1.7 Costs for submitting a bid 
1.7.1 The economic operator bears all costs related to the preparation and the submission of the bid, and the contracting authority is not responsible for these costs regardless of the management and the outcome of the procedure for awarding an Agreement on public procurement.
1.8 Criterion for awarding the Agreement on public procurement 
1.8.1 The criterion for awarding the Agreement on public procurement is the economically most favorable bid. The economically most favorable bid is determined on the basis of the element price.
1.9 Prevention of conflict of interests 
1.9.1 The provisions of the Law on Prevention of Conflict of Interest shall apply appropriately for prevention of conflict of interests in the procedures for awarding agreements on public procurements.
1.9.2 The holder of the supply must not, during the execution of the Agreement on public procurement, engage persons who were included in evaluation of the bids submitted in a procedure for awarding an Agreement on public procurement within the duration of the agreement. In such case, the agreement shall be considered void.
1.9.3 In the procedure for awarding an Agreement on public procurement, the president, the deputy president, the members and the deputy members of the Commission for Public Procurement, as well as the responsible person, sign a statement on nonexistence of conflict of interest which is part of the file from a conducted procedure.
1.9.4 In case of conflict of interests of the president, his deputy, the members and their deputies in the Commission for Public Procurement, they will be withdrawn from their position in the commission and will be replaced by other persons.
1.9.5 In case of conflict of interests of the responsible person, this person authorizes another person among the officials or the employees of the contracting authority, with a special decision, to adopt the appropriate decisions and to sign the agreement, for the purpose of which he informs the management body or the body that is competent for the control of its operation.
1.10 Manner of communication
1.10.1 Every request, information, notification and other documents in the procedure are sent electronically through the EPPS (https://www.e-nabavki.gov.mk). Each document is registered at the moment of sending, or at the moment of receipt.
1.10.2 The bid and the accompanying documentation are electronically sent through the EPPS.
1.10.3 The manner of submission of the bid is stipulated in item 4.7 of the tender documentation.
2. ABILITY OF THE ECONOMIC OPERATORS 
2.1 Conditions for ability determination
2.1.1 Together with the bid, the economic operator is obliged to deliver accompanying documentation wherewith it will prove:
· that there are no reasons for exclusion from the procedure
· that the conditions for qualitative selection are met 
- 
the ability to perform a professional activity,

- 
the economic and financial condition,

- 
the technical or professional ability. 
2.1.2 The economic operator shall submit the accompanying documentation in a scanned electronic form. The economic operator may use the profile of the economic operator in the EPPS in order to prove specific criteria for determining the ability provided by the EPPS. The economic operators may submit the documentation in hard copy in a non-standard format and size before the deadline for submission of bids, if it is too extensive to be scanned and attached to the EPPS. The documentation in a non-standard format and size shall be delivered in hard copy in a sealed inner envelope indicating the full name and address of the economic operator, not later than the deadline for opening the bids. Such sealed inner envelope is sealed in an outer envelope which: 
- is addressed with the exact address of the contracting authority;

- contains information on the number of the notice for awarding an Agreement on public procurement and the date when it was announced;

- in the upper left corner there is a warning “Do not open”, so that it will not be open before the time and the date for opening the bid.
2.1.3 While checking the completeness and the validity of the documentation for determining the ability of the economic operator and while evaluating the bid, the commission through the EPPS may ask the bidders to clarify or amend the documents for determining the ability, if it is not a matter of significant deviations from the required documentation.

2.1.4 The economic operator delivers the requested explanation electronically through the EPPS by attaching the document with the clarification or the amendment in the section “Clarification/Amendment of submitted documents”, within the deadline specified by the contracting authority from the day of receipt of the request by the bidder.
2.1.5 No changes in the financial and technical bid, except for the correction of arithmetic errors, may not be sought, offered or allowed by the commission or by the economic operator.
2.2  Conditions for determining the ability of the bidders
2.2.1 The contracting authority will exclude from the procedure for awarding an Agreement on public procurement every economic operator:
that was sentenced with an effective verdict in the past 5 years for participation in a criminal organization, corruption, evasion of taxes and contributions, terrorism or criminal acts related to terrorist activities, money laundering and financing of terrorism and abuse of child labor and human trafficking (the statement is submitted electronically through the EPPS and it should be electronically signed by using a digital certificate by the responsible person or the authorized signatory of the economic operator);
2.2.2. The contracting authority will exclude from the procedure for awarding an Agreement on public procurement every economic operator:
-
that is in a bankruptcy or an insolvency procedure;

-
that has unpaid taxes, contributions and other public charges, except if the economic operator has an approval for delayed payment of taxes, contributions or other public charges in accordance with the special regulations and pays them regularly;

- 
that was sentenced with a secondary sentence - prohibition for participation in procedures of public call, awarding agreements on public procurement and agreements on public-private partnership;

-
that was sentenced with a secondary sentence - temporary or permanent prohibition to perform a specific activity;

-
that was sentenced with a misdemeanor sanction - prohibition to perform a profession, an activity or a duty, that is, a temporary prohibition to perform a specific activity and

-
that provides false information or does not deliver the information requested by the contracting authority.
2.2.3. The contracting authority will exclude from the procedure for awarding an Agreement on public procurement every economic operator: 

- if by the deadline for submission of bids or applications for participation, it is on the list of issued negative references.
2.2.4. The contracting authority will exclude from the procedure for awarding an Agreement on public procurement every economic operator:

- if the contracting authority justifiably concludes that the economic operator with other economic operators has reached an agreement the purpose or consequence of which is a distortion of competition.
2.2.5. The contracting authority will exclude from the procedure for awarding an Agreement on public procurement every economic operator:

- if the economic operator showed significant or permanent deficiencies in the fulfillment of key obligations in previous agreements on public procurements or previous agreements on concessions and public-private partnerships concluded with that contracting authority, resulting in unilateral termination of the agreement, damage claims or undertaking other similar sanctions by the contracting authority; 

2.2.6. The contracting authority will exclude from the procedure for awarding an Agreement on public procurement every economic operator:

- if the economic operator unlawfully affects the decision of the contracting authority or obtains confidential information wherewith it could gain an unlawful advantage in the public procurement procedure. 
2.2.7 In order to prove its ability, the economic operator delivers the following documents:

- statement of the economic operator that it was not sentenced with an effective verdict in the past 5 years for participation in a criminal organization, corruption, evasion of taxes and contributions, terrorism or criminal acts related to terrorist activities, money laundering and financing of terrorism and abuse of child labor and human trafficking (the statement is submitted electronically through the EPPS and it should be electronically signed by using a digital certificate by the responsible person or the authorized signatory of the economic operator);
-
certificate that no insolvency procedure is open by a competent authority;

-
certificate that no liquidation procedure is open by a competent authority;

-
certificate on paid taxes, contributions and other public charges;  
- 
certificate that a secondary sentence - prohibition for participation in procedures of public call, awarding agreements on public procurement and agreements on public-private partnership has not been sentenced;

-
certificate that a secondary sentence - temporary or permanent prohibition to perform a specific activity has not been sentenced;

-
certificate that a misdemeanor sanction - prohibition to perform a profession, an activity or a duty, that is, a temporary prohibition to perform a specific activity has not been sentenced and

-
that provides false information or does not deliver the information requested by the contracting authority.
- in order to prove the ability set out in item 2.2.7 lines 2,3,4,5 and 6, the economic operator submits a certificate issued by a competent authority in the Republic of North Macedonia or from another country where the economic operator is registered or a single document to prove the ability;
2.2.8 The documents from sub-item 2.2.7 must not be older than 6 (six) months calculated from the final deadline for bid submission.
2.2.9 If the country where the economic operator is registered does not issue the documents listed in sub-item 2.2.7 or if they do not include all cases indicated above, the economic operator can deliver a statement certified by a competent authority.
2.3 Conditions for qualitative selection of the economic operators 

2.3.1 Ability to perform a professional activity
- 
The bidder should be registered as a natural person or a legal entity in order to perform the activity related to the scope of the Agreement on public procurement or to belong to an appropriate professional association in accordance with the regulations of the country where it is registered.

- 
In order to prove the ability to perform a professional activity, the economic operator should submit a certificate on registered activity as evidence that it is registered as a natural person or a legal entity to perform the activity related to the scope of the Agreement on public procurement or evidence that it belongs to the appropriate professional association in accordance with the regulations of the country where it is registered.
2.4 Economic and financial condition 
2.4.1 In order to qualify as capable of executing the relevant Agreement on public procurement in terms of its economic and financial standing, the economic operator should meet the following minimum requirements:

- minimum total income of 33.000.000,00 MKD individually for each year for the past 3 financial years, (2016, 2017, 2018 individually)
2.4.2 If the economic operator performs the activity in a period of less than three years, the minimum condition for determining the economic and the financial condition is that the economic operator has fulfilled the requirement from sub-item 2.4.1 in the years for which data exist.
2.4.3 The economic operator proves the fulfillment of the minimum requirement of sub-item 2.4.1 or 2.4.2 by submitting:
· a report on the balance sheet issued by a competent authority, that is, a revised balance sheet or excerpts from the balance sheet report in cases where the publication of the balance sheet is prescribed by law in the country where the economic operator is registered;

· an extract of the total income of the enterprise (data from the profit and loss account issued by a competent authority, i.e. revised profit and loss account) and, where required, statement on the income within the field covered by the Agreement on public procurement, not more than for the last three financial years for which such information is available, depending on the date on which the enterprise was established or started to operate and depending on the availability of such information.
2.5 Technical or professional ability 
2.5.1 In order to qualify as capable of carrying out the relevant Agreement on public procurement  in terms of its technical or professional capability, the economic operator must fulfill the following:
- 1 (one) signed and realized agreement in the past 3 years for same or similar delivery in an amount not lower than 31.600.000,00 denars including VAT;

- the economic operator must have at least 20 (twenty) employees or engaged persons, of which 10 (ten) persons should be technical staff;
2.5.2 The economic operator proves the fulfillment of the technical or professional ability of sub-item 2.5.1 by submitting the following:
- 
a list of main deliveries of goods or performed services in the last three years, with values, dates, buyers (contracting authorities or economic operators), by providing a confirmation for the performed deliveries or services, in accordance with sub-item 2.5.1 line 1; and
-
description/statement of the technical staff and the technical bodies that will participate in the execution of the public procurement, regardless of whether they are employed by the economic operator in accordance with sub-item 2.5.1 line 2;

-

notification about the part of the agreement that the economic operator intends to give to a subcontractor, whereby the economic operator must indicate in his bid information about the part of the agreement that it intends to give to subcontractors (company, head office, tax identification number, etc.).
2.6 Using ability from other entities
2.6.1. In the public procurement procedure, the bidder may use the ability of other entities, regardless of the legal relations between them, in order to fulfill the conditions for qualitative selection in the part of ​​the economic and financial ability, and technical and professional ability.
2.6.2 In the public procurement procedure, the bidder may use the ability of another entity to prove the fulfillment of the conditions for qualitative selection in regard to the educational and professional qualifications or relevant professional experience only if the other entity performs the works or provides the services for which such ability is required.
2.6.3  If the bidder uses the ability of another entity, he is obliged to prove the support with a valid evidence that this entity will make available the appropriate resources.
2.6.4. The contracting authority checks whether the entity whose ability is used by the economic operator, meets the necessary conditions for qualitative selection and whether there are reasons for its exclusion.
2.6.4 The group of economic operators may use the ability of the members of the group or other entities in the manner stipulated in paragraphs (1), (2), (3), (4) and (5) of Article 96 of the Law on Public Procurement.
2.6.5  In cases of public procurement of goods involving services for their placement or installation, services and works, the contracting authority may request some of the key tasks to be performed by the bidder, and in an event of a group bid, to be performed by the participants in this group.
3. CLARIFICATION, MODIFICATION AND AMENDMENTS OF THE TENDER DOCUMENTATION 
3.1 Clarification of the tender documentation 
3.1.1 The economic operator may request clarification of the tender documentation from the contracting authority, strictly electronically, through the EPPS, by using the module “Questions and Answers”, not later than 8 (eight) days before the deadline for submission of bids. 

3.1.2 The clarification will be delivered by the contracting authority through the EPPS, in the module “Questions and Answers”, whereupon all economic operators that have raised tender documentation will get an automatic electronic notification that an answer to the asked question is provided and will be able to read the explanation, without identifying the economic operator that requested the explanation.
3.2 2 Modification and amendments of the tender documentation 
3.2.1 The contracting authority reserves the right not later than 8 (eight) days prior to the expiry of the deadline for submission of bids, at its sole discretion or on the basis of the submitted questions for clarification submitted by the bidders, to modify or amend the tender documentation, for the purpose of which it will immediately notify all economic operators that raised the relevant tender documentation. 
3.2.3 In case of modification and amendment of the tender documentation, the deadline for bid submission is continued proportionally to the complexity of the modification or the amendment of the tender documentation.

4. PREPARATION AND SUBMISSON OF THE BIDS 
4.1 Bid content
4.1.1 The bid should be prepared on the basis of the original tender documentation and it comprises of the following elements:
· completed form of a bid, comprised of the general part and a list of prices and delivery deadlines;

· completed form of a list of data protection provided in Part V of the tender documentation (if there are no confidential information, the form does not have to be submitted),

· completed form on general information of the economic operators with the required attachments, provided in Part VI of the tender documentation;

· bid guarantee, provided in Part VII of the tender documentation; 
· document for determination of the ability indicated in item 2.2 of the tender documentation;

· document for determination of the ability to conduct professional activity indicated in item 2.3.1. of the tender documentation;
· document for determination of the economic and financial ability indicated in item 2.4 of the tender documentation;
· evidence for determining the technical and professional ability indicated in point 2.5 of the tender documentation;

· model of an agreement, provided in Part III of the tender documentation;

· the Bidder should submit a Statement wherewith it confirms that the technical characteristics of the subject matter of the procurement have been met, as defined in the Bill of Materials of the procurement and the technical specifications;

· the bidder should submit a Decision on registration of the meters in the Register of the Bureau of Meteorology of the Republic of North Macedonia or EC/EU Type Examination Certificate in accordance with the MID Directives;

· together with the bid, the bidder needs to submit an authorization from the equipment manufacturer in accordance with the technical specifications;

· together with the bid, the bidder needs to submit a statement on a guarantee from the manufacturer of the products of minimum 1 (one) year.
· together with the bid, the bidder needs to submit a signed Covenant of Integrity and Environmental and Social Convenant.
4.1.2 The economic operator prepares and submits the bid on the basis of the electronic forms of a bid provided in this tender documentation. If the economic operator cannot express its bid fully and comprehensively in the provided form of a bid in this tender documentation, he may use another form in which it will deliver its bid, provided that such form contains all elements of the bid form provided in this tender documentation. The bid submitted in a bid form that does not contain all elements pursuant to the tender documentation will be rejected as unacceptable.
4.2 Bid language
4.2.1 The bid, the documents related to the bid, as well as the entire correspondence is in Macedonian language using its Cyrillic alphabet or English language.
4.2.2 The accompanying documents and the printed literature that are a part of the bid may be in another language, and during the evaluation of the bids, the commission may request translation into Macedonian language.
4.3 Bid price
4.3.1 The bid price is expressed in denars.

The bid price is written both with numbers and letters.

The price will be fixed and will be valid until the full realization of the agreement.
4.3.2 The bid price should include all costs and discounts of the economic operator, it should be expressed without value added tax which shall be separately expressed. The bid price should include the import duties, if any, and they should also be separately indicated. Therefore, the subject of evaluation shall be the total offered price with included import duties, without VAT.
4.3.3 The economic operator is obliged to enter the bid price in the EPPS through the web form “Submit a bid/application for participation”, panel “Bid data” in the field for entering the price.

4.3.4.Currency

The bid price shall be expressed in denars and euros.

The Macedonian denar will be used as a bid-evaluation currency. The exchange rate to be used is the exchange rate list of the National Bank of the Republic of Macedonia, and the exchange rates are those that were valid 14 days prior to the deadline for submission of bids.

The price that should be entered in the electronic form should be the total bid price.

4.4 Period of bid validity
4.4.1 The period of bid validity will be 90 days from the day of public opening, and during this period the bid with all its elements is mandatory for the bidder. If the day of bid opening is a non-working day, the period of bid validity is calculated from the next working day. Bids that contain a shorter validity period than the one stipulated in this item of the tender documentation, will be rejected as unacceptable.
4.4.2
The contracting authority may, in exceptional cases which have not been caused by its fault, request from the bidders to extend the period of bid validity. 

4.5 Bid guarantee
4.5.1 As a part of the bid, the economic operator is obliged to provide a bid guarantee (guarantee for participation) in an amount of at least 3% of the total value of the bid excluding VAT.   
4.5.2 The guarantee is in a form of a bank guarantee. All banks are acceptable to the contracting authority. 

4.5.3 The guarantee should be submitted in its original form for electronically conducted procedures as well. Copies will not be accepted. If the guarantee is available in original electronic form (electronic guarantee), it is attached through the EPPS together with the bid and the accompanying documentation.

The bank guarantee should be issued on a Bid Guarantee Form, provided in Section VII of the Tender Documentation.

The guarantee must be valid no less than the day of expiry of the bid validity of the bid. Any bid that does not contain a bid guarantee, or contains a bid guarantee that is not in accordance with the conditions in the tender documentation, will be rejected by the contracting authority as unacceptable.
4.5.4 The bid guarantee of the economic operator whose bid has been selected as the most favorable shall be returned to him after signing the Agreement on public procurement contract and will deliver a guarantee for quality and timely execution of the agreement.

The bid guarantee of the unsuccessful economic operators is returned within the period of its validity.
The bid guarantee shall be submitted to the archive of the Ministry of Transport and Communications not later than the day and the hour determined as final for submission of the bids.

4.5.5 The bid guarantee may be charged in the following case: if the bidder withdraws his bid prior to the expiry of its validity period, if he does not accept the correction of the arithmetic errors by the commission, if he does not sign the Agreement on public procurement pursuant to the conditions of the tender documentation and if he does not provide a guarantee for successful execution of the agreement.
4.6 Form and signing of the bid

4.6.1 The bid shall be submitted electronically through the EPPS and it should be electronically signed by using a digital certificate from the responsible person of the economic operator or a person authorized by him. If the bid is signed by a person authorized by the responsible person, an authorization for signing the bid signed by the responsible person shall be attached. More detailed information on the method of digital signing is contained in the manual “General and technical recommendations for use of the EPPS for economic operators and contracting authorities” published on the EPPS homepage in the “Documents” section.
4.6.2 Additional information on the use of digital certificates: The bid is signed electronically using a digital certificate issued by a registered certificate authority in the Ministry of Finance of the Republic of Macedonia (currently this included KIBS and Makedonski Telekom).
The digital certificate should be valid at least until the moment of the public opening.
A foreign economic operator may electronically sign the bid by using a qualified digital issued by a European Union registered certification authority with a seat in the European Union.
In case of use of a qualified certificate issued by a publisher based in a third country, the certificate may be considered valid if one of the following 3 conditions is met:

· The issuer meets the requirements for a qualified certificate prescribed by the Law on Data in Electronic Form and Electronic Signature ($Official Gazette of the Republic of Macedonia" No.34/01, 6/02 and 98/08) and is voluntarily accredited in the European Union or

· A registered national issuer guarantees for the foreign certificate as if it was issued by himself or

· If it is thus agreed with a bilateral or multilateral international agreement concluded between the Republic of North Macedonia and another country or an international organization.

The Commission reserves the right to ask for additional information or documents that will prove the validity of the certificate if during the evaluation it doubts the validity of the used certificate or the certification issuer. In order to avoid technical omissions when determining the validity of the certificate, it is recommendable for the economic operator to specify which software package (Microsoft Office 2003, 2007, 2010, OpenOffice, etc.) the documents were signed with.

The holder of the digital certificate wherewith the documents that are an integral part of the bid (financial and technical bid, statements) are signed, must be the authorized signatory of the economic operator or a person authorized by the authorized signatory. Although in order to issue a certificate to a person who is not an authorized signatory of the economic operator, it is necessary that the person submits an authorization (a power of attorney) from the authorized signatory (manager) of the legal entity, however, when the person-holder of a certificate signs a bid, he/she should enclose the power of attorney as an integral part of the bid.

The power of attorney will be considered valid if it is attached:
а) electronically signed with a digital certificate of the manager or
b) scanned, with a stamp and a handwritten signature of the manager. 
Bids signed with a digital certificate whose holder is a person who does not have any authority to sign a bid, will be rejected as bids with formal deficiencies.
4.7 Manner of submitting the bid and the accompanying documentation
4.7.1. The contracting authority may also accept a bid from an economic operator that has not downloaded the tender documentation through the EPPS, however it is not obligated to submit the changes and amendments to the tender documentation to those economic operators.

The economic operator submits the bid electronically through the EPPS.
4.8 9 Deadline and place for submission of bids 
4.8.1 The deadline for submitting the bids is 11.12.2019, 6 (six) weeks from the day of announcement .
4.8.2 The bids are being submitted through the EPPS available at the following web-address: https://www.e-nabavki.gov.mk.
4.8.3 The bid that is submitted after the expiry of the deadline for submission of the bids, will not be accepted in the EPPS, that is, it will be automatically rejected for the purpose of which both the contracting authority and the economic operator will be notified and it will not be displayed during the public opening of the bids.

4.9 Alternative bids
4.9.1 Alternative bids are not allowed in this procedure for awarding an Agreement on public procurement. 
4.10 Modification, replacement and withdrawal of the bid 
4.10.1 The bidders may modify, replace or withdraw their bids before the expiry of the deadline for submission of bids indicated in item 4.8.

4.10.2 The modifications, replacements and withdrawals of the bids will be conducted through the EPPS in the module “Submit a Bid”, by adding new documents, deleting already submitted documents or complete withdrawal of the bid. 

4.10.3 The bid cannot be modified, replaced or withdrawn after the deadline for submission of the bids stipulated in item 4.8.

4.10.4 The withdrawal of the bid in the period between the deadline to submit the bids and the expiry of the validity period of the bid will result in collection of the bid guarantee, pursuant to item 4.5.5. 
5. PUBLIC OPENING AND EVALUATION OF THE BIDS 
5.1 Public opening of the bids
5.1.1 The public opening will be held on 11.12.2019 at 10:00, in the Ministry of Transport and Communications.

5.1.2 The opening of the bids is performed electronically through the EPPS and it will be public.
5.1.3 Any interested person may attend the opening of the bids. 

5.1.4 At the public opening, the authorized representatives of the economic operators must bring an authorization signed by the responsible person of the economic operator. 
5.1.5 The delivered bids are open in accordance with the Law on Public Procurements as follows: one by one, by reading the name of the economic operator, whereby a conclusion is made whether the bids have been delivered pursuant to item 4.7 of the tender documentation and whether they are electronically signed, followed by reading of the bids in the same order as they were open. The bidders that do not meet the conditions of the tender documentation will be excluded from the further procedure, that is, will not be invited to the electronic auction. No bid will be rejected at the opening of the bids, except the delayed bids.
5.1.6 The Commission on Public Procurements will start the public opening of the bids even if only one bid has arrived.
5.2 Evaluation of the bids
5.2.1 In the open procedure, prior to the evaluation of the bids, the commission checks the completeness and the validity of the documentation for determining the ability of the bidder. At the same time, pursuant to Article 101 paragraph 13 of the Law, the commission in the generated EPPS report on negative references checks whether the bidders are on the list of issued negative references.
5.2.2 While checking the completeness and validity of the documentation for determining the bidder’s ability and while evaluating the bid, the commission may ask the bidders to clarify or supplement the documents, unless it is a matter of significant deviations from the requested documentation, ensuring that with the requested clarification or amendment it will not create an advantage in favour of a specific economic operator.
5.2.3 The bidder submits the requested explanation through the EPPS within a deadline determined by the commission.

5.2.4 The contracting authority will ask the economic operator, within a period of not less than five days, to explain the price or the cost indicated in the bid, if it considers that the tender contains an unusually low price in regard to the goods that are the subject matter of the procurement or if there is doubt that the contract will be executed.

5.2.5 The contracting authority will request an explanation of the price if the bid value is by more than 50% lower than the average price of the acceptable bids and it is by more than 20% lower than the next ranked bid, in case it has received at least three acceptable bids .

5.2.6 The Commission must not request or allow any changes in the financial and technical bid, except for correction of arithmetic errors.

5.2.7 The Commission may, within a reasonable time period, request from the bidder, in order to explain the bid, a translation of the part of the bid that is related to the technical documentation for which it has allowed to be made in a foreign language in the tender documentation.
.

5.2.8 The evaluation of the bids will be performed in accordance with the criteria indicated in the tender documentation.

5.2.9 After the performed evaluation, the commission will rank the bids and will prepare a proposal for selection of the most favourable bid.

5.3 Data protection  

5.3.1 The contracting authority must not disclose information provided by the economic operator that is designated as a business secret or is determined as classified information, unless otherwise provided by this or other law.

5.3.2 The contracting authority must provide protection of data, which in accordance with the regulations for the protection of personal data or protection of classified information, is considered personal or classified information.

5.3.3 The economic operator may, on the basis of a law, other regulation or a general legal act, designate specific information as a business secret or classified information, including the technical or trade secrets contained in the bid or the application for participation, provided that it indicates the legal basis according to which they were designated as secret or classified.

5.3.3 The economic operator must not designate as a business secret or a classified information: the price of the bid, the costs of life, the specifications of the offered goods, services or works, the quantities, the data related to the criteria for selection of the most favorable bid, the public documents, the extracts from public registers and other data which according to the special regulations must be publicly announced or must not be designated as business secrets or as classified information.

5.3.4. After the decision on selection or annulment of the procedure is finalized, all documents from the public procurement procedure, except for the data that are business secrets, classified information and personal data, shall be considered public information.

5.3.5 The regulations that govern the access to public information shall not apply before the decision on the selection or annulment of the procedure is finalized.
5.4 Correction of arithmetic errors 
5.4.1 If the bid is acceptable, constituted and delivered in accordance with the tender documentation, the contracting authority corrects the arithmetic errors in the following manner: 

-
if there is discrepancy between words and numbers, the amount written in words shall prevail. 

-
if there is a difference between the unit price and the total price, then the unit price shall prevail. 

5.4.2 The Commission on Public Procurements will correct the mistakes in the bid according to the described procedure and it will be considered binding for it. 

5.4.3 In the event of a discrepancy between the price entered in the EPPS and the price entered in the bid form, the price entered in the bid form shall be considered valid. In this case, the commission will amend the price entered in the EPPS.

5.4.4 If the economic operator does not accept the correction of the arithmetic errors, the bid will be rejected, the bid guarantee will be activated, and a negative reference will be issued by the contracting authority.

5.5 Annulment of the procedure
5.5.1 The contracting authority may annul the public procurement procedure, for the purpose of which it adopts a decision to annul the procedure if:
· the number of candidates is lower than the minimum number anticipated for the public procurement procedures in accordance with this law,

· no bid has been submitted or no acceptable bid has been submitted,

· unforeseen changes in the budget of the contracting authority occurred,

· the bidders offered prices and conditions for execution of the Agreement on public procurement contract that are less favourable than the actual ones on the market,

· it assesses that the tender documentation contains significant omissions or deficiencies,

· it receives instructions from the Bureau to annul the procedure in administrative control or due to a technical problem of the EPPS which cannot be overcome in a different way, or

· due to unforeseen and objective circumstances, the needs of the contracting authority have changed.
5.5.2 The contracting authority notifies all participants in the public procurement procedure through the EPPS, not later than three days from the day of annulment, regarding the termination of the obligations of the participants arising from the submission of the bids and the reasons for annulment of the procedure.
6. CONCLUDING THE AGREEMENT ON PUBLIC PROCUREMENT
6.1 Awarding of the Agreement on public procurement
6.1.1 The contracting authority will adopt a decision on the selection or annulment of the procedure within a deadline not longer than the deadline for submission of the bids, calculating from the day that is determined as the deadline for submission of the bids, not considering the days when the contracting authority is waiting for a specific action from another entity.

6.1.2 The contracting authority concludes the Agreement on public procurement with the bidder whose bid was selected as the most favourable on the basis of the technical and the financial bid within 30 days from the day the decision for selection became final, however not later than the period of validity of the bid.
6.1.3 If the selected bidder quits the conclusion of the Agreement, or if the Agreement is terminated due to its untimely or non-quality execution, the contracting authority may conclude an agreement with the next ranked bidder, if the price is not higher than 5% in relation to the initially selected bid.
6.2 Notification on awarding the Agreement on public procurement
6.2.1 The contracting authority will inform the bidders about the decisions related to the determined ability, the performed selection of a most favourable bid or the annulment of the public procurement procedure. The notification shall be submitted within three days from the date of adoption of the relevant decision.

6.2.2 A copy of the relevant decision will be attached to the notification, and it will be sent through the EPPS.

6.2.3 After submitting the decision for selection of the most favourable bid or for annulment of the procedure, and until the expiration of the deadline for filing an appeal, the economic operators that participated in the procedure have the right to an insight of the entire documentation of the procedure, including the submitted bids or applications for participation, except those documents that are designated as a business secret.
6.3 Concluding the Agreement on public procurement 

6.3.1 The contracting authority will submit the Agreement on public procurement to the selected most favorable bidder in 4 (four) copies in order to be signed.

6.3.2 The contracting parties enter into the Agreement on public procurement within the validity period of the most favorable bid, however not later than 30 days from the day when the decision for selection became final.
6.3.3. The Agreement on public procurement shall be concluded in accordance with the conditions determined in the tender documentation and the bid.

6.3.4 If the selected most favorable bidder fails to sign the agreement within the deadline specified in item 6.3.2 of the tender documentation, the contracting authority reserves the right to consider that the selected most favorable bidder has given up the conclusion of the agreement and it can activate the bid guarantee.
6.4. Execution of an agreement
6.4.1 The Contracting Parties execute the Agreement on public procurement or the framework agreement in accordance with the conditions specified in the tender documentation and the selected most favorable bid.

6.4.2 The contracting authority is obliged to control whether the execution of the Agreement on public procurement is in accordance with the terms of the agreement.

6.4.3 In regard to the responsibility of the Contracting Parties to fulfil the contractual obligations, in addition to the provisions of this law, the provisions of the law that regulates the obligational relations and the material regulations that regulate the subject matter of the procurement shall appropriately apply.
6.5. Modification of the Agreement on public procurement throughout its validity
6.5.1. If during the realization of the agreement, a need of its modification emerges, the contracting authority will act in accordance with Article 119 of the Law on Public Procurement. 
7. RIGHT TO AN APPEAL AND COMPLETION OF THE PUBLIC PROCUREMENT PROCEDURE 

7.1 Right to an appeal
7.1.1 Every economic operator who has legal interest to get the Agreement on public procurement and who suffered or might suffer damage from possible breach of the provisions of this law, may request legal protection against the decisions, the actions and the failures to take actions by the contracting authority in the procedure for awarding an Agreement on public procurement.

7.1.2 The appeal should be filed within ten days from the date of:
- the publication of the notice for a public procurement, regarding the content of the notice or the tender documentation

- the publication of the notification on changes and additional information, regarding the content of the amendments and the additional information;

- the opening the bids, regarding the failure of the contracting authority to adequately respond to the timely questions or requests for clarification or modifications of the tender documentation, or
- receipt of the decision for selection of the most favorable bid or an annulment, regarding the procedure for evaluation and selection of the most favorable bid, or the reasons for annulment of the procedure.
7.1.3 The appellant who failed to file an appeal pursuant to item 6.3.2 of this tender documentation, has no right to an appeal at the later stage of the proceedings on the same legal basis.
7.1.4 The appeal should contain the following elements:
· data of the appellant (name, surname, title of the economic operator, address of residence and seat),

· data of the representative or the proxy,

· name and seat of the contracting authority,

· number and date of the public procurement procedure and data about the notice for a public procurement,

· number and date of the decision for selection of the most favorable bid, cancellation of the procedure or other decisions of the contracting authority,

· data about the actions or the failures to take action by the contracting authority,

· description of the actual situation,

· description of the irregularities and explanation in this regard,

· proposal of evidence,

· appeal request and/or request for compensation of the costs for the procedure and

· signature of an authorized person.
7.1.5 The appellant is obliged to submit an evidence for payment of a compensation for conducting the procedure.
7.1.6 The appellant that does not have a seat on the territory of the Republic of North Macedonia is obliged to appoint a proxy as a recipient of the written communication.
7.1.7 The appeal is filed to the State Commission. The appeal is submitted electronically to the State Commission, and it is simultaneously being delivered to the State Commission and the contracting authority through the EPPS. As an exception, the appeal can also be submitted in hard copy. In case of an electronic appeal, the day of sending the appeal to the EPPS shall be considered the day of filing. In case of an appeal in hard copy, the day of sending the appeal to the State Commission shall be considered the day of filing.
7.1.8 In the procedure before the State Commission, the appellant, in addition to the administrative fee, also pays compensation for conducting the procedure depending on the amount of the bid, as follows: 
· up to 10.000 Euros in denar countervalue, a compensation of 50 Euros in denar countervalue,

· from 10.000 to 70.000 Euros in denar countervalue, a compensation of 100 Euros in denar countervalue,

· from 70.000 to 130.000 Euros in denar countervalue, a compensation of 150 Euros in denar countervalue, or

· more than 130.000 Euros in denar countervalue, a compensation of 200 Euros in denar countervalue.

7.1.9 In case of non-existence of a bid, the amount of the compensation for conducting the procedure is calculated on the basis of the assessed value of the Agreement on public procurement, whereby the State Commission notifies the appellant on the amount of the compensation and the deadline when evidence of its payment should be delivered.
7.1.10 The compensation for conducting the procedure is an income of the Budget of the Republic of North Macedonia.
7.2  Completion of the public procurement procedure
7.2.1 The procedure for awarding an Agreement on public procurement ends on the day when the decision for selection or annulment of the procedure becomes final.
7.2.2  Immediately after the completion of the procedure, the contracting authority returns the samples and the documents that it anticipated that they will be return to the bidders in the tender documentation.
8. COMPULSORY ELEMENTS OF THE AGREEMENT ON PUBLIC PROCUREMENT 
8.1 Payment conditions and method 
For the completed procurement by placement and installation of the water meters, the bidder should submit the following:

-Certificates, catalogues, user manuals, warranty and other accompanying documentation prepared by the manufacturer.

-For each part of the procurement individually,  an attestation from the manufacturer must be delivered.

-Before installing any meter, it must be verified (with a conformity assessment) from the Bureau of Metrology of the Republic of Macedonia.

8.2. Payment method
The payment will be carried out in the following manner: the payment will be made with a transfer order within 180 days after the receipt of signed and certified invoices, submitted to the archive of the Contracting Authority after actual performed procurements and placement and installation of the subject matter of the procurement;

The procurements will be performed in accordance with the adopted dynamics of placement and installation of the subject matter of procurement, approved by the Ordering Party.
- An attachment to the invoice is a properly certifed delivery note and the following attachments:

- A signed and certified confirmation of a replacement of a water meter that will be prepared for each embedded water meter.

- A signed and certified Temporary Report prepared by the Bidder with a bill of quantities - a calculation for the completed procurement by placing and installing the water meters and the other equipment.

- A signed and certified Final Report prepared by the Bidder with a bill of quantities - a calculation for the completed procurement by placing and installing the water meters and the other equipment.
The payment method is compulsory.
8.3 Deadline for execution of the procurement
The holder of the procurement is obliged to perform the procurement by placing and installing the anticipated items within 12 (twelve) calendar months.

The procurement will be performed in accordance with the adopted dynamics for the procurement with the placement and installation, approved by the Ordering Party.

The deadline for execution of the works starts on the day of introducing the Holder of the procurement into the operation.
8.4 Price differences (correction of prices)
Correction of prices is not foreseen, that is, the prices indicated in the bid of the most favorable bidder will be fixed for the entire duration of the Agreement on public procurement. 
8.5 Advance payment
For the purpose of execution of the Agreement on public procurement, an advance payment of 20% of the value of the concluded agreement is allowed, with included VAT.
Before the advance payment is made, the holder of the procurement agrees to provide bank guarantee for the advance payment in an amount of the agreed advance payment within 5 working days from the date of signing the Agreement with a validity period up to the date of payment of the first invoice whose value is equal to the amount of the advance payment.
8.6 Guarantee for quality and timely execution of the Agreement 
8.6.1. A requirement for signing the Agreement with the selected most favorable bidder is the provision of a guarantee for quality and timely execution of the agreement in an amount of 10% of the value of the Agreement on public procurement.

8.6.2. The guarantee is being submitted in a form of a bank guarantee in writing. The guarantee should be submitted in its original form. Copies are not accepted.

8.6.3 The guarantee for quality and timely execution of the Agreement will be valid until the complete realization of the Agreement.

8.6.4 The bank guarantee for quality and timely execution of the Agreement will be in the currency of the Agreement.

8.6.5 The guarantee for quality and timely execution of the Agreement should be issued on the Form of Guarantee for quality and timely execution of the Agreement, indicated in Part VIII. of the tender documentation.

8.6.6 The selected most favorable bidder delivers the guarantee for quality and timely execution of the Agreement to the contracting authority within 5 working days after the conclusion of the Agreement.
8.6.7 The guarantee for quality and timely execution of the Agreement should be submitted within the specified deadline, as follows: by mail or personally in the head office of the contracting authority.

8.6.8 The guarantee for quality and timely execution of the Agreement will be collected if the holder of the procurement fails to meet some of the obligations from the Agreement on public procurement within the due date. If the guarantee for quality and timely execution of the Agreement is collected, the contracting authority will publish a negative reference in the EPPS. For the collection of the bank guarantee for quality and timely execution of the Agreement and for the publication of a negative reference in the EPPS, the holder of the procurement may initiate a dispute before the competent court.

8.6.9 A guarantee for quality and timely execution of the Agreement will be returned to the holder of the procurement within 14 days from the date of full realization of the Agreement on public procurement.

8.6.10 The contracting authority returns the guarantee for quality and timely execution of the agreement to the holder of the procurement by mail or personally at the head office of the contracting authority.
